One-Sentence Explanation

When a Patient Asks: "What Are These?"

* "They are oral wellness products built around bioactive peptides."
* "They are not injections and not compounded peptides."
* "They are designed for specific wellness goals, so the pharmacist can help point you to the right stack."

« "For medical questions, let me bring the pharmacist into the conversation."

Staff Do / Do Not

T

Use simple wellness language: support, hydration, Do not say the products diagnose, treat, cure, or prevent

metabolism, recovery, energy, sleep. disease.

Ask what wellness goal the patient is interested in. Do not make disease claims or medication replacement
claims.

Refer medication, condition, pregnancy, oncology, or complex Do not advise patients to stop or change medication.
medical questions to the pharmacist.

Use the QR code or product overview for next steps. Do not over-explain the science at the register.
